Pentagon Sailing Club Boat Use Agreement

The Pentagon Sailing Club (“club”) and the Skipper whose signature appears on the other side agree to the following conditions:

· The agreement consists of all the conditions on this page and on the front side, whether printed or written.

· Skipper acquires no rights other than the rights to use the boat and/or equipment in accordance with this agreement. Skipper agrees to hold the club harmless for any personal injuries or damages to property, including the sailboat, gear, and marina property.

· Skipper shall return the boat and the equipment in the same condition as received, except for ordinary wear, to the marina. The skipper shall report any and all discrepancies and incidents to the club River Commodore and River Sailboat Scheduler, and describe such on the front of this form.

· If the boat is being chartered, the skipper agrees to settle with the club in accordance with the club’s established fee schedule and procedures.

· In the event of the loss or damage to the boat and/or equipment because of the fault of the skipper or his crew, the skipper shall pay the club on demand an amount of such loss or damage, including expenses necessarily expended by the club to restore the boat and/or equipment to general use and including any insurance deductible, which may be up to $1,000.

· The club does not provide liability coverage to the skipper against claims that might arise from the use of the boat and/or equipment by the skipper. The skipper further agrees to defend and indemnify the club, the United States of America, the Departments of the Air Force and Navy, and the Air Force and Naval facilities at Bolling Air Force Bases and Anacostia Annex Naval District Washington, its officers and enlisted and civilian personnel, for any and all liabilities and the cost of defense thereof and for any damages of or to any persons or property, arising in any manner whatsoever incurred in the course of, or in any way incidental to, the rental, use, or operation of the boat/equipment used or rented herein, arising out of and through any act or omission by the skipper, guests, or invitees and the club and its staff.

· The skipper further represents that the information provided for identification is true and accurate and that the skipper is a member of the club in good standing.

· The skipper represents that he/she has read and fully understands the procedures, rules, and regulations of the club and marina, as locally published, and agrees to abide fully by all such procedures, rules, and regulations.

· The skipper agrees that regardless of any oral agreements or promises to the contrary, absolutely no additions, modifications, deletions, or amendments to this agreement shall have any affect whatsoever unless specifically included herein in writing and signed by the parties thereto.

· The skipper represents that he/she is fully qualified and competent to use and operate the boat/equipment provided herein and has completed an approved Boaters Safety Course and possesses proof of such while operating a club boat.

· The skipper ensures the full and complete understanding by the crew, guests, and/or invitees of all safety features and procedures inherent in the use and operation of the boat and equipment.

· Alcohol is strictly forbidden on any club vessel.  No one who appears to be intoxicated or under the influence of a controlled Illegal substance will be allowed on board; this includes skipper and crew.

I agree to report any injury or loss of personal property as soon as possible to either the skipper of the boat I was on or any officer of the Pentagon Sailing Club (PSC), and in any case, I will report the injury or loss of personal property as soon as it is possible after becoming aware of the injury or loss. In the event that an injury or loss is not reported, I agree that such a failure or refusal to report an injury or loss constitutes a waiver of all claims against the PSC associated with the unreported injury or loss and I agree to hold harmless any and all parties associated with the injury/loss and the PSC.
